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Jeff Brown: This is Jeff Brown from the Office of Congressional Ethics. With me is 1 
my colleague, Paul Solis. It is almost 10:30 on Thursday, November 21st. 2 
Before me, I have GICC Controller. Is GICC Controller okay? 3 

GICC Controller: Yes. 4 

Jeff Brown: And GICC Controller's been given a copy of the False Statements 5 
Warning, and has signed the acknowledgement. And, with that we will get 6 
started. First things first, GICC Controller. What is your role here at the 7 
club? 8 

GICC Controller: I am the controller. 9 

Jeff Brown: Okay. What does the controller do here at the club? 10 

GICC Controller: Well, we handle, or I handle all of the accounting procedures, payroll, 11 
accounts payable, membership accounting, all the month end close 12 
financial statements, that type of thing. 13 

Jeff Brown: It's fair to say that you're the point person on all things membership and 14 
finances? 15 

GICC Controller: Yes. I might not be able to answer all questions on membership, but yes, I 16 
can answer questions relating to the charges for memberships. 17 

Jeff Brown: And, any questions we ask you, to the extent that you don't have the 18 
answer, just tell us, and that's quite all right. 19 

GICC Controller: Okay. 20 

Paul Solis: Is there anything related to membership that somebody else has a role in 21 
that you, for example, would not be able to answer questions related to? 22 

GICC Controller: How the process works, we have a membership director, so she handles 23 
the members from the time they come in until we actually process them 24 
into our system. She would give us all information for their applications, 25 
for any information that she would have given to them, any of that type of 26 
stuff. I would know what category they fall into based on how much they 27 
pay per month, but I wouldn't know that if she didn't tell me. 28 

Paul Solis: Okay. 29 
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Jeff Brown: And, as I recall, the individual that we're talking about is she directly 1 
reports to you? 2 

GICC Controller: No, she does not. She directly reports to the... Our membership accountant 3 
directly reports to me. Pam, our membership director, reports to Josh 4 
Thomas, our general manager. 5 

Paul Solis: And, this Membership Director, is it safe to say, or fair to say, that it's 6 
more of maybe a recruiting type of seeking out new members, giving them 7 
information about the club, so they can sort of draw interest in the club? 8 

GICC Controller: Yes. 9 

Paul Solis: Okay. 10 

Jeff Brown: How long have you been here at the Green Island Country Club? 11 

GICC Controller: Since 2015, April, so a little over four and a half years. 12 

Jeff Brown: And, has that always been in the role of controller? 13 

GICC Controller: Yes. 14 

Jeff Brown: Just generally, what is Green Island Country Club? 15 

GICC Controller: We are a country club that has golf, tennis, and food options. Depending 16 
on your gender, we have two restaurants. If you're male, we have a third 17 
restaurant. 18 

Jeff Brown: Tennis as well? 19 

GICC Controller: Yes, we have tennis. 20 

Jeff Brown: A pool, did you say? 21 

GICC Controller: Yes we do. I didn't say that, but we do have a pool for summer activities. 22 

Jeff Brown: Okay. And, exercise facilities? 23 

GICC Controller: We have a small exercise facility that we're expanding at the moment. 24 

Jeff Brown: If you had to characterize what Green Island Country Club is known for, 25 
or what the focus is, what would it be? 26 
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GICC Controller: Golf. 1 

Jeff Brown: Golf. 2 

GICC Controller: We have a nice golf course that we keep very well-manicured. 3 

Paul Solis: Is the club private? 4 

GICC Controller: Yes, it is a private club. 5 

Paul Solis: Is there any allowances for the public to walk up and say, "I want to golf 6 
or go to the pool"? Is there any- 7 

GICC Controller: We do not have allowances for that. Through a member they could go play 8 
golf. Pool is through member only as well, but they are charged fees for 9 
both of those. So, we do have banquet, we have a large banquet hall, a 10 
large ballroom, so that we can do banquets that are not member related. 11 
We do usually have a member sponsor in those events. If we don't have a 12 
member sponsor, we will make accommodations for a member sponsor. 13 

Jeff Brown: There is an initiation fee to join Green Island Country Club? 14 

GICC Controller: Yes, there is. 15 

Jeff Brown: I've got a binder here. Let me hand this over to you. I'll steal this back. 16 

GICC Controller: Okay. 17 

Jeff Brown: If you flip to tab one, does this document look familiar? 18 

GICC Controller: Yes, it does. 19 

Jeff Brown: Okay. And, what is this? 20 

GICC Controller: This is our membership application. 21 

Jeff Brown: And, is this Congressman Bishop's membership application? 22 

GICC Controller: Yes. 23 

Jeff Brown: All right. Just for the record, it's THSB_0047. I just want to ask you a 24 
couple of questions about this document. I note at the top in handwriting it 25 
says, and correct me if it looks like I'm reading this incorrectly, but 26 
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"$5,000 check from Sanford Bishop for Congress Account to purchase 1 
Legacy Island membership." 2 

GICC Controller: Correct. 3 

Jeff Brown: What does that mean to you? 4 

GICC Controller: At one point we had... I'm trying to explain this. At this point in time, it 5 
had to have been, we run different specials, I guess you could say, for 6 
initiation fees to get into our club. So, at this time it had to be a $5,000 7 
initiation fee to join the club. So, he would've had to pay $5,000 to join 8 
our club. 9 

Jeff Brown: Does that have something to do with this Legacy designation? I note on 10 
the side in handwriting it also says, "Purchase Legacy from," it looks like 11 
Louis- 12 

GICC Controller: McCarty. 13 

Jeff Brown: Yeah, McCarty. 14 

GICC Controller: Yes. The Legacy membership is where we sold memberships in the past to 15 
equity members. We no longer offer the Legacy membership, so as far as 16 
I'm aware, Bishop would be an Island member. He purchased a Legacy 17 
membership, which would have been one of those equity members, where 18 
we pay back the member portion of the equity, which was $5,000 dollars, 19 
because that was the amount of the initiation fee. 20 

Jeff Brown: Okay. But, the Congressman would have been out of pocket by $5,000 to 21 
join the club? 22 

GICC Controller: Yes. 23 

Jeff Brown: Okay. 24 

GICC Controller: Whether he paid it to us, and we paid Mr. McCarty, or he would have paid 25 
Mr. McCarty. But, it looks like he paid us, and we turned around and paid 26 
Mr. McCarty. 27 

Jeff Brown: And, I note, I'm looking in tab two, and there's a couple of different 28 
documents in here. You sent me a variety of member information sheets, 29 
which I've included. And, it looks like these are the member information 30 
sheets from June of 2013 up to the present. And, the documents all sort of 31 
note when they were revised. I didn't see any designation of a Legacy 32 
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Island membership, and is that for the reason you were just talking about, 1 
because it was a promotion, or it was a special? 2 

GICC Controller: Yes, it wouldn't have been in here. It would have been, let's see...  Yes, it 3 
had to have been a promotion, and I could potentially pull the minutes for 4 
that year to see if that was a promotion that they were running at that time. 5 

Jeff Brown: Okay. The $5,000 membership initiation fee, I'll note that you sent us 6 
statements from May of 2014 up through, I think it was September of this 7 
year. And, the first statement, the May 2014 statement doesn't make 8 
reference to initiation fee being paid, but you don't have any reason to 9 
believe that it wasn't paid. 10 

GICC Controller: I have no reason to believe that it wasn't paid, only because of the note on 11 
that, that says $5,000 check from Sanford Bishop for Congress. 12 

Jeff Brown: Okay. 13 

GICC Controller: I don't know at that time back in, what'd you say, 2013? 14 

Jeff Brown: 2014, May of 2014. 15 

GICC Controller: I don't know at that time if they were doing it to, if they were charging the 16 
account, if the person was paying a Legacy. 17 

Jeff Brown: Can you tell me what you mean by that? 18 

GICC Controller: Where we would pay back the Louis McCarty, if we were turning around 19 
and giving that $5,000 to Louis McCarty, I don't know that it would have 20 
been noted in his statement as a charge. 21 

Jeff Brown: Understood, because- 22 

GICC Controller: Because he technically already paid it with the $5,000. 23 

Jeff Brown: Okay. Well, then to the extent you can go back and look and see what 24 
information there is about the promo at that time- 25 

GICC Controller: Okay. 26 

Jeff Brown: Or, how the $5,000 initiation fee was paid. If there's any documents on 27 
that, it'd be helpful. 28 

GICC Controller: And, we should have a copy of that in his file. 29 
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Jeff Brown: Okay. I'll note that the statements all continue to say, up through the most 1 
recent one, Legacy Island, which I presume refers to the membership 2 
charge. You said earlier there is no Legacy- 3 

GICC Controller: It is just noting that it was purchased from a Legacy member, which was 4 
what they were called at the time. 5 

Jeff Brown: But, for all intents and purposes he has an Island membership? 6 

GICC Controller: Yes. 7 

Jeff Brown: Okay. And, what did- 8 

GICC Controller: They would consist of these same benefits. 9 

Jeff Brown: And, what are those benefits? 10 

GICC Controller: Full use of the club with access to golf, tennis, social with the restaurants, 11 
with the pool, with the athletic facilities. 12 

Jeff Brown: So, it's the most inclusive membership? 13 

GICC Controller: Yes. 14 

Jeff Brown: And, would you just explain that's consistent with these membership 15 
information sheets that you provided me? 16 

GICC Controller: Yes. 17 

Jeff Brown: Okay. So, he is... Well, wait. It says Class Two Island members. What 18 
does Class Two mean? It just means non-corporate? 19 

GICC Controller: Yes. 20 

Jeff Brown: Okay. 21 

GICC Controller: I don't know what the Class Two actually means, but they're all Class 22 
Two. So, I would just, me, myself would say that he was an Island 23 
member. But, like the non-resident, they're all Class Two. I don't know... 24 
Well, here's a Class One. Nope, that's Class Two too. So, on, and it's a 25 
different date. So, yes, I would, they're all the same. 26 

Jeff Brown: The Island membership, what sort of benefits does that provide to a wife, 27 
or children, or grandchildren? 28 
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GICC Controller: Full benefits to a wife, a child up to 26 years old at the time. I think we 1 
just changed our bylaws on that. And, I don't know about grandchildren. 2 

Jeff Brown: Okay. If you look back- 3 

Paul Solis: What did you... So you said you just changed the bylaws. How recent? 4 

GICC Controller: Within the last month. 5 

Paul Solis: And, you lowered the age, or- 6 

GICC Controller: Yes, we lowered the age to 25, I think, or married. So, at the time of this 7 
that they're grown children, could use it as well if they- 8 

Paul Solis: So now if the child is married, they'd lose the privilege? 9 

GICC Controller: Yes. 10 

Paul Solis: Okay. 11 

Jeff Brown: If I just go back to tab one on the Congressman's application and note that 12 
it says marital status on second page and references his wife. If there were 13 
any other individuals who were going to have use or access to the club, 14 
would they be referenced on this? 15 

GICC Controller: Yes, they would. 16 

Jeff Brown: Okay, so the individual that gets access to the Congressman's Legacy 17 
Island Membership, is his wife according to this- 18 

GICC Controller: Yes. 19 

Jeff Brown: ... document. Okay. I suspect you won't need to look at these, but at tab 20 
four we've got the monthly statements, and I wanted to ask you a couple of 21 
questions about some of the fees that are... that you can see on the monthly 22 
statements, and the first one is simply the Legacy Island charge. Is that 23 
effectively the monthly charge that each individual must pay, in order to 24 
get access to all those benefits that you mentioned? 25 

GICC Controller: Yes. 26 

Jeff Brown: That includes golf, pool, tennis, dining, exercise. Is there anything else 27 
that I'm missing? 28 
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GICC Controller: Well, no. All of that... That gives them access to all of that stuff, but of 1 
course they would have to pay for their dining, and pay for additional 2 
things like golf or tennis. If that... Didn't want you to think that was 3 
included. 4 

Jeff Brown: No, no, no, that's helpful. And that's another point I wanted to touch on, 5 
which is... 6 

GICC Controller: It gets them access to the property. 7 

Jeff Brown: Right. And let's say, that the Congressman or a member walks onto the 8 
golf course with their clubs and just plays 18 holes. Is that necessarily 9 
going to be reflected on these monthly statements? 10 

GICC Controller: No. 11 

Jeff Brown: Okay. But if the Congressman goes out or a member goes out, and they 12 
bring a guest, or they rent a cart, then you'll see charges? 13 

GICC Controller: Yes. 14 

Jeff Brown: For a greens fee or for a cart fee? 15 

GICC Controller: Yes. 16 

Jeff Brown: How about with tennis? Is that the... Is that the same? 17 

GICC Controller: I don't think so. I think with tennis, unless they are purchasing something 18 
in the tennis shop, it wouldn't reflect on here. I think it's full tennis 19 
privileges, unless it's a guest. And if the guest... At tennis, guests are able 20 
to pay with their own abilities. They could pay with cash, or they could 21 
pay with their credit card. So we don't have a lot of guest fees that would 22 
run through the tennis, on to the statement. 23 

Jeff Brown: Aside from bringing guests, the Congressman or another member could 24 
just walk up and use the tennis facilities, and that's not necessarily 25 
reflected on a monthly statement? 26 

GICC Controller: Right. 27 

Jeff Brown: Okay. Same thing with the pool? 28 

GICC Controller: Yes. 29 
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Jeff Brown: Same thing with exercise facilities? 1 

GICC Controller: Yes. 2 

Jeff Brown: But with dining, any dining charges are obviously going to be reflected on 3 
these monthly statements? 4 

GICC Controller: Yes. 5 

Paul Solis: So when a guest comes, is there an ability for them to pay as well 6 
individually, or is that automatically charged to the member? For golf, I'm 7 
sorry. For golf. 8 

GICC Controller: For golf, there is the ability for a guest to pay down there as well. Yes, we 9 
do have that. 10 

Paul Solis: So they could pay by credit card or cash? 11 

GICC Controller: Yes. 12 

Paul Solis: Okay. 13 

Jeff Brown: And then therefore, may not necessarily be reflected on the member's bill. 14 

GICC Controller: Right. 15 

Paul Solis: Would you say it's a common practice for members to assume those 16 
greens fees, for guests they bring for golf? 17 

GICC Controller: You could ask Matt that question. I don't know. They handle all of that in 18 
house for themselves. 19 

Jeff Brown: Back to the monthly charges, there is a monthly service charge of $45 a 20 
month. What is that? 21 

GICC Controller: It is a charge that is charged to every member. We charge that in lieu of 22 
tips for our servers. We charge that monthly service charge to every 23 
member, so that they don't have to tip on top of their meal. 24 

Jeff Brown: Okay. How about the assessments? Can you talk to me about what the 25 
assessment is? 26 

GICC Controller: Assessment? I don't know this timeframe. I know the last two years it has 27 
been $500 a year, an annual assessment. It's billed in June and in August, 28 
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and we bill it in two increments. $250 in June. $250 in August. It's just the 1 
annual assessment that we charge. This year and last year we charged 2 
$500. Prior years we had been charging $250. 3 

Jeff Brown: And what's the purpose of the assessment? 4 

GICC Controller: Just for club privileges, club grounds, just capital purchases that we need 5 
to- 6 

Jeff Brown: It's money, additional money on top of the membership charge that you're 7 
collecting in order to maintain and improve the club? 8 

GICC Controller: Yes. 9 

Jeff Brown: There's also an annual locker fee. I see, that's $132. What's that? 10 

GICC Controller: That is for privileges for a locker in the locker room. 11 

Jeff Brown: Is that privileges to the locker room, or privileges to an actual physical 12 
locker that- 13 

GICC Controller: To an actual physical locker. 14 

Jeff Brown: Okay. So you get, as a member, if you pay the $132, you get a locker in 15 
the locker room that is yours, and you can store your stuff in there? 16 

GICC Controller: Yes. 17 

Paul Solis: Is that automatic to every member? 18 

GICC Controller: No. 19 

Paul Solis: So, which members would be charged that fee, and which members would 20 
not? 21 

GICC Controller: One's that would sign up for it. 22 

Paul Solis: Okay. 23 

GICC Controller: And they would sign up for it through the golf shop, and Matt would be 24 
able to answer any more questions on that as well. 25 

Paul Solis: So if you're not using the club, but like golf for example, you're probably 26 
not going to have a locker fee. 27

GICC Controller: Right. No, you wouldn't. You wouldn't have a locker fee, unless you 1 
signed up for it. We do not do it automatically. We do bill it automatically. 2 
So if you weren't using the club, and then coming here you would be... 3 
You would say, Oh, I'm not using the club. I don't need that locker fee, 4 
and we would credit it back. So it's not something that we are, once it's 5 
billed, it's billed, we will adjust it if need be. We just base it on who has 6 
lockers down there, and we get that list from Matt or the golf shop 7 
department. 8 

Paul Solis: Okay. 9 

Jeff Brown: It also looks like there is an annual handicap fee of $35. What's that? 10 

GICC Controller: I honestly don't know what a handicap fee is. It has something to do with 11 
golf. 12 

Paul Solis: That's probably a fair assumption. 13 

Jeff Brown: We will ask GICC Golf Pro about that- 14 

GICC Controller: Yes. 15 

Jeff Brown: ... But I’ll note one of the documents you sent us, it was Green Island 16 
Country Club Golf Information. It says “handicap $35 annually per 17 
person. An established handicap is necessary to participate in club or 18 
outside events.” Does that sound like what that fee may be about? 19 

GICC Controller: Yes, that is, but what that handicap is, I have no idea. I'm not a big golfer. 20 
I don't know much about golf. 21 

Paul Solis: Typically, the club professional will assess the scores of the players and 22 
give a number, and then they can use that number to go to other courses, 23 
and establish like what their scores are. 24 

GICC Controller: Oh, okay. 25 

Paul Solis: We'll ask GICC Golf Pro about that. 26 

GICC Controller: That is what it is. That does sound as to what that handicap fee would be, 27 
because we do charge it to a number of members. 28 

Jeff Brown: And that makes sense? 29 

GICC Controller: That makes sense to me, yes. 30 
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Paul Solis: We'll confirm it with GICC Golf Pro. 1 

Jeff Brown: And then lastly, the one other fee that I see that reoccurs around the 2 
holidays, and I suspect I know why, but I will ask you, what is the holiday 3 
fund fee? 4 

GICC Controller: The holiday fund is for the employees’ Christmas bonus. Every member is 5 
charged that as well. They do have the ability to decline that, but it is 6 
automatically charged to their account. They just have to call and tell us 7 
they're not paying that, and we will remove it. And we have those too. 8 

Jeff Brown: I'd like to pivot just slightly and talk a little bit about the billing 9 
procedures. So obviously, individual members here are billed on a 10 
monthly basis, and you'll send them monthly statements. With respect to 11 
the Congressmen, do you know how those statements are sent to him? 12 

GICC Controller: I believe his statements are sent to him by e-mail. 13 

Jeff Brown: Via e-mail. And do you know if they're also sent a hard copy in the mail? 14 

GICC Controller: That is a possibility. It'd be something I'd have to ask Vicki, but we do 15 
send a number amount of statements, emails, and hard copies out. 16 

Jeff Brown: Okay. And if you wouldn't mind asking Vicki how those are sent, I would 17 
appreciate it. 18 

Paul Solis: And is it email to the Congressman's personal email address or a campaign 19 
address, do you know that? 20 

GICC Controller: It looks like  would have been where 21 
they were sent to. That's how she would've set it up, and unless he has 22 
changed it since this, I know when I have emailed him in the past it's been 23 
to that email address. 24 

Jeff Brown: And this may be a question for GICC Banquet Coordinator, but I'll see if 25 
you can shed any light on it. Banquet event order forms, are those 26 
included with monthly statements or are those also provided via email? 27 
How do you do banquet event order forms? Are they provided to them? 28 

GICC Controller: They are provided. They are not provided monthly. What you see here in 29 
this monthly statement is what he would have received. If you look at the 30 
August 31st, he had a golf purchase so it gives the actual chit. Our 31 
banquets are not done through chit processing. So it would have been a 32 
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report, like the one that you were just looking at, which he would have 1 
been provided that report, and he would have paid for it from that. 2 

Jeff Brown: So those reports would be provided at or around the time that the banquet 3 
is being prepared, or after the banquet has occurred and the final bill for 4 
the banquet is done? 5 

GICC Controller: After the banquet has occurred in the final bill. That would be the final 6 
bill. 7 

Jeff Brown: Okay. And you just said that they are sent that bill and then they're 8 
required to pay that bill, but if I think Congressman has automatic debit- 9 

GICC Controller: Yes, ACH. 10 

Jeff Brown: ... It's not necessarily going to be paid separately. It'll just be included on 11 
the bill, and then... 12 

GICC Controller: Correct. If he has, like on this particular one, he has a banquet, and it was 13 
paid separately for that particular one, and then his bill was paid. But that's 14 
because- 15 

Jeff Brown: Okay. You said you're looking at the- 16 

GICC Controller: September 30th. 17 

Jeff Brown: ... September 30th statement. Okay. 18 

GICC Controller: The Gunn Bridal Shower, that was probably... Or that was for a guest and 19 
it was paid separately, 20 

Jeff Brown: And you are saying that it's paid separately because you see Gunn bridal 21 
shower/brunch, and there's a $926.41 charge on September 8th, 2019, and 22 
then later there is a payment for that exact same amount. And it is not an 23 
ACH payment. 24 

GICC Controller: That's correct. 25 

Jeff Brown: Okay. Actually, let me ask you this first. If you look at tab three, this is the 26 
ACH form that you sent us, correct? 27 

GICC Controller: Yes. 28 
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Jeff Brown: Okay. And it looks to me, correct me if I'm wrong here, but this is dated 1 
March 26 of 2015? 2 

GICC Controller: Correct. 3 

Jeff Brown: And at the bottom there's a check. And for the record, this is a 4 
GICC_0021. At the bottom there's a check from an account, Sanford 5 
Bishop for Congress with Columbus Bank and Trust. And so it's my 6 
understanding that the Sanford Bishop for Congress account at Columbus 7 
Bank and Trust is automatically debited pursuant to this ACH agreement 8 
each month after probably April of 2015? 9 

GICC Controller: That would be correct. We pull everything on the 15th of the month. So it 10 
would have been April, 2015. Unless, they have requested to stop the 11 
ACH. We don't have real documentation for that other than it will be listed 12 
differently on the statements. 13 

Jeff Brown: Yeah, you're kind of hitting on my next point here, which is on the 14 
statement, if it's paid by ACH, you will see a designation ACH. If it's not 15 
paid by ACH, will there be a consistent notation or, I see a lot of times it 16 
says “ayment”. I assume that short for “payments?” 17 

GICC Controller: Yeah, it must have just gotten cut off. 18 

Jeff Brown: In other words, that's a check that's coming or a payment of some kind 19 
that's coming outside of the ACH? 20 

GICC Controller: See, these are all... Yes, that would be the consistency of how it should be 21 
labeled. He's had a credit for a while though, so it's kind of... Yes, if it's 22 
ACH, it would be an ACH, and if it's a payment it would be check 23 
payment. And if it's cash, we will notate as well. 24 

Jeff Brown: Okay. When I look back through these statements, what I see is, at least 25 
since the ACH was put in place, that the ACH is used to pay all of the 26 
monthly charges and that if there is a banquet, some of the banquets will 27 
be paid separately by check. Is that what you see here? 28 

GICC Controller: Yes. That's what I'm looking at. That's what happened here. 29 

Jeff Brown: Right, and the banquets that are paid separately, and again, if this isn't 30 
your area, let me know. But the banquets that are paid separately, it 31 
appears would be for individuals other than the member who were having 32 
some sort of event at the club. 33 
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GICC Controller: Yes. That's the way it would appear to me. Or maybe it is something for 1 
the member, but being paid by someone else. 2 

Jeff Brown: The ACH.  You mentioned something about an ACH being stopped. Is the 3 
Congressman's bill still paid by ACH? 4 

GICC Controller: No, it is not. 5 

Jeff Brown: It's not. Okay. When did that happen? 6 

GICC Controller: Looks like September 16th probably was the last one. The bill hasn't been 7 
paid since then. 8 

Paul Solis: Of this year? 9 

GICC Controller: Yes. 10 

Jeff Brown: And you're looking at the September 2019 statement, and it says ACH on 11 
it. 12 

GICC Controller: Correct. 13 

Jeff Brown: But have you had some sort of interaction with the Congressman or 14 
somebody about that ACH? 15 

GICC Controller: That would be Vicky. And yes, he would have called and said, "Stop my 16 
ACH," or emailed, or in somewhat manner spoke with her regarding it. 17 
We would not stop it without speaking with our member. 18 

Paul Solis: And did Vicky relay that she in fact did have some sort of communication 19 
from him? 20 

GICC Controller: Yes. I don't know whether it was an email or a conversation. But yes, I 21 
remember her saying, because he's on our delinquent list that I went over 22 
this week, and I asked about it and she said, "Well they stopped their 23 
ACH." So I said, "Okay, we'll figure that out." 24 

Paul Solis: And the delinquency would be basically just for the October period or also 25 
maybe November? 26 

GICC Controller: October and November. We bill a month in advance. So when we bill on 27 
the last day of the month, it is for the next month. 28 
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Paul Solis: And, I think you sort of touched upon this, but regarding the stoppage of 1 
the ACH, any phone calls from him to you or are you aware of any 2 
information he's relayed about why he stopped the ACH payment? 3 

GICC Controller: I am not aware of any of that information, but I have it written to ask 4 
Vicky. So if you want to circle back when we're done. 5 

Paul Solis: One thing I was going to talk with Jeff with is maybe if she did, if it was 6 
in fact an email from him as opposed to a phone call. If she has a record of 7 
that, maybe it's something we'll ask for. Jeff and I'll talk about it and 8 
maybe we'll ask for it, but just if you see it, preserve it, if she has it, and 9 
maybe we'll ask for that as well. 10 

GICC Controller: Okay. 11 

Jeff Brown: I don't have anything else, so I think we will stop the recording. 12 

GICC Controller: Perfect. 13 
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
